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The aim of External Voice is to:

· provide you with an awareness of the different techniques that can be used to cite the source that you use in your writing.

· Show you an example as to how you can do this.

1) In academic writing you have to distinguish your voice from the author’s. You can do this by quoting (see direct voice), paraphrasing (indirect voice) or summarising. 
a) Summarising:
· The summary does not copy the source word for word.
· The summary involves putting the main ideas into your own words.

· The summary includes only the main points and no details (examples) are included.

· The summary provides a broad overview and is usually shorter than the original text.

· The summary cites the original source.

The writer has summarised different scholars’ views about the notion of values commonality.  This technique uses the external voice to cite sources.
