PELVIC ULTRASOUND
This patient came in for a pelvic ultrasound as they had not had their period for 3 months. The patient is 23 and female. They had stopped taking the OCP roughly 7 months ago and for the last 3 months had not got her period. The patient has had no surgery to her pelvic region and consented for a transvaginal scan. This patient’s menarche was also over 8 years ago. My video and TV images are of two different patients. The patient for the TV images had pathology and therefore I thought it would be nice to show the clinical thinking that went into the scan and how it was extended. As this patient had not had a period for 3 months, I begin to start thinking potentially PCOS. For this along with measuring the ovaries like normal we need to count the number of follicles on each ovary. So along with regular protocol I also did this. 
The uterus and endometrium had normal appearances however the ovaries appeared bulky measuring 22cc and 13cc. Both had the ‘string of pearl’ sign indicative of PCOS. Both ovaries also had over 20 small follicles. Due these finding I queried if the patient had PCOS. If the patient does have this following further tests this condition can have other symptoms such as hirsutism, difficulty losing weight but also it can cause problems with fertility.
