The axillary nodes are divided into three levels-

· Level I lymph nodes are lateral to the lateral margin of the pectoralis major muscle and extend down into the tail of the breast. 
· Level II lymph nodes are beneath the pectoralis minor muscle. 
· The level III lymph nodes are medial and superior to the pectoralis minor muscle, up to the clavicle

The lobar ducts drain to the nipple in a generally radial fashion that is similar to the arrangement of the spokes of a wheel. 
More peripheral portions of the ductal system, however, may lie in planes other than the radial plane. The peripheral portions of lobes often overlap, and it is usually not possible to identify the edge of a breast lobe on ultrasound.

The functional unit of the breast is the terminal ductolobular unit, which consists of the intralobular and extralobular portions of the terminal duct and the lobule. 
The lobule is composed of the intralobular terminal duct, ductules (acini), and intralobular stromal fibrous tissue.

Surrounding the ducts is a loose, fibroelastic stromal tissue that is similar to the intralobular stromal tissue but that differs greatly from the less elastic, more compact interlobular stromal fibrous tissue.
